A major benefit of the MAE Awards is that any member can win regardless of marketing budget or size of
property or projects. Separate awards are presented for entries that are developed in house or by a
professional agency. Also, there are separate award categories for stabilized communities, lease-up
communities, commercial office buildings, condominiums, retail/shopping centers and advertising and

marketing pieces developed by PMA Associate Member firms.

You may enter the same marketing

piece previously submitted even if your piece was a winner. The Award categories are:

The definition of in-house is developed by internal
marketing or graphics professional employed full-
time by the property management company. In-
house also applies to pieces developed in tandem

A company or a single property may enter
more than one category. Submit TWO copies of each entry (e.g. two copies of a full-page ad; two copies

of a classified, etc.) along with a check for payment in full (1-5 entries $75 per entry; 6-10 entries $60 per
entry; 11+ entries $50 per entry). Judges will evaluate entries on the basis of creativity, innovation and
effectiveness. Feel free to submit evidence of effectiveness and explanations of usage with each entry. Note:
Multiple awards may be presented in each category.

Deadlines: Submissions must be received in the PMA office, 7900 Wisconsin Avenue, Suite 305, Bethesda,
MD 20814 by close of business October 3. Entry fees must accompany each entry.

Entries will not be returned. PMA reserves the right to publish entries in its publications and other media.
